October 28, 2003
Zoning Commission Meeting

Members present:  John, Bill, Steve, Scott and Renee
New materials distributed to members.

Meeting called to order by John.

John moved to approve the meeting minutes of September 22, 2003. Scott seconded. 
John drafted letter to Trustees to recommend that a new legal description be written for Parkman Township. John stated that Dave Dietrich gave several names for obtaining estimates for drafting the new legal description. The largest estimate John obtained was $1500.

John suggested reviewing the changes the new model plan made to Article I and proceeding from there. Section 102.0 is a new section. Section 104.0 A has additional language regarding R.C. 519.21 (B).
John moved to adopt suggested changes to Article I as revised. Steve seconded. 

Bill reminded that we will need to address adult entertainment issue in permitted uses in industrial zoned district. List as “adult oriented businesses”. Bill also stated that 402.2 (E) in the new model will need to have the math corrected. The metric conversion is not correct.  Then Section 200.0 was adopted as written in the model.

Commission moved on to review of model Article II. John mentioned that the definitions have been expanded in some cases such as “Agriculture” and in other cases, such as “Farm Market” which is contained in the Parkman Zoning Resolution, are not contained in the model. “Farm Market” and other previously added definitions will be supplemented into Article II.
Revised definitions “Agriculture”, “Automotive Wrecking”, “Dwelling”, “Mobile Home” were adopted as revised. Newly defined terms will be addressed next month after members get a chance to review.
“Manufactured Building” was removed from the model resolution. Scott suggested the definitions in the model be accepted for now and be revisited after viewing the remaining articles to see if anymore need to be added.
Article III and Article IV are to be addressed at next month’s meeting.
Motion adjourn by Scott. Seconded by Steve. Next meeting is November 25, 2003.
