The meeting was called to order at 6:56 PM by Carlos Nieves.

The committee then discussed adding Metal Fabrication to the list of approved home occupations.  Mrs. Patry asked how large the tank would be that Mr. Avalon was talking about last month, and if it could cause an explosion that would take out a neighbor house.  Several of the committee members have these in their garages.  It is a cutting torch.  It is no more dangerous than having an oxygen tank and walking around with it.  The tanks must be recertified each time they are refilled.
