The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Carlos Nieves.  
A motion was made by Mr. Vaughan and seconded by Mr. Massey to approve the minutes of the September 28, 2010 meeting as amended.  Motion passed unanimously.
A letter was received by Mrs. Sagal.

A proposal regarding a change to the Parkman Township Zoning Regulations regarding signage size was received from the Zaremba Group.  Mr. Biales reviewed the proposal for the Commission.  The Board of Appeals suggested that Mr. Biales come to this meeting regarding the changing of the code.  Mr. Biales picked Middlefield and Troy Township, as well as Chardon in Geauga County.  He also included regulations for Streetsboro and Beachwood, which are very strong in retail base.  He provided the code for each area.  Most codes are based on the size of the building.  He provided a comparison on what the signage would be allowed for each Dollar General store in each community, as a comparison.  He also suggested verbiage for a corner lot, which would allow for a sign on both sides of the building.  Mr. Biales distributed photos of the lot, photo shopped with a building and examples of proposed signage, for the Commission’s consideration.  Mr. Biales is requesting the commission to act on this quickly, if it is something that interests us.  The store is currently estimated to open the first week of January.  Mr. Villers asked the size of the Dollar General sign in Middlefield?  There was no definite answer, it is the committee’s guess it would be the 96 square feet sign.  Mr. Biales stated he did not write this just for his project, but rather for other businesses that may want to locate in Parkman.
The Commission reviewed the verbiage and voted to initiate this change.
Mr. Nieves made a motion to initiate 2010-04, an amendment to the Parkman Township Zoning Resolution, consisting of 1 page.  Mrs. Wilson seconded the motion.
