The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Carlos Nieves.  
A motion was made by S Villers and seconded by C Nieves to approve the minutes of the March 26, 2014 meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.
Parkman Township:
Discussed the fact that General funds for Parkman Township are being cut. We have been going over budget on our road maintenance for the last couple of years. We have 27 miles of road maintenance to take care of every winter and limestone is $147.00 a ton now where as we used to pay $40.00 a ton. The price of limestone keeps going up because there are no rules or regulations in place to stop it. Circumstances have changed we no longer have income for the AT&T tower other than the $15,000 for the space rental for the tower. We have called several companies but they said our tower is in the wrong location. We also lost state inheritance tax income. We used to receive between 50 and $69,000 each year. The budget will be tight for a while, the trustees are working on a new budget right now.
 J Jacobs said he was happy the dilapidated house located by his property has been torn down. He said there are 3 more homes behind BP that something needs to be done about. It was stated that those 3 homes are up for sale right now all 3 houses are on the market.
 It was suggested that maybe we need a road levy put on the ballot.
Paradise Recycling: (Pink garbage cans)
Kevin Radke and Mark Periandri introduced themselves as the owners of Paradise Recycling. They have just purchased the Wach’s building located at 15550 Main Market. They will be parking their trucks and storing there Pink garbage cans there. Right now they are located in Auburn and their billing is done in Twinsburg they will be moving everything to Parkman. The property purchase will be done between the 8th and 14th of September. They have 5 rear loaders that they will be parking there and they are servicing 3400 customers right now. Our rates are much cheaper than any other company we figure we will continue to expand our service. They said their business is growing by leaps and bounds. C Neives asked what they are looking for; they just wanted to make sure there will be no issues with zoning in Parkman
 J Jacobs stated that area is designated commercial so there should be no issues. They said they will be pressure washing the building and fixing it up somewhat; they will not be leaving anything outside the building. There is plenty of room in the back of the building for parking. These two young fellows seem to be the up and coming entrepreneurs. We all wished them good luck in there endeavers.
Flag/Banner Advertising
Flag/Banners are usually temporary advertising. We are going to check with Middlefield to see what their zoning policy is on flag/banners. We will talk more about this at our next meeting.
C Neives asked if there was anything else anyone wanted to discuss. Someone asked how the meeting went that was held in the Amish community? J Ferguson said it went well and we will be having another one in the near future. The next meeting will be at the Amish School house on Reeves Road.
Where are we on the CNC Precision? As far as anyone knows they are proceeding with their plan.
Someone said that they think there are plans to open something in where the Triple T Saloon  used to be, not sure what it is going to be. 

J Jacobs said that Grahams in Parkman is under new ownership.
