Carlos N motioned open the meeting at 7:00 p.m. seconded by Don G.
Approval of Minutes:

A motion was made by Carlos Nieves to accept July minutes, seconded by Len H. 

Len H motioned to accept September minutes seconded by Jerry J.

New Business:
Len H stated there were three things he wanted to talk about tonight.

1. Fire Department issue concerning inspections.
2. Ted Wach’s building

3. Tents

Len H stated an incident occurred on a resale of a commercial building in Parkman. Anytime there is a commercial building involved there has to be an inspection by the Fire Department for safety issues in a commercial building. Our Zoning Inspector sent in the paperwork without the inspection it was sent back to our Trusties. Our fire Department Chief (Mike K) suggested the fire department inspect all buildings sold or built in Parkman Township. 
Len H stated he felt that the procedure we have in place now is adequate. 
Carlos stated that everything has to be approved as you go. 
James V said any issues are taking care of immediately. 
Mike K also suggested that maybe for Home Occupations there should be an inspection also. James V felt we would be adding too much bureaucracy to it. Nothing has happened in the last 10 years that we are aware of. James stated that sometime in the future ADA will be required for Home Occupations. 
The board felt the oversight in forgetting to the fire department to do the inspection on the commercial sale probably will not happen again. It was mentioned if the is adequate parking for the home occupations.
Al W asked the question why Parkman Township would want to get involved with the parking; Al W felt the homeowner is responsible. 
Len H stated that unless we have a specific concern we are going to leave it as it is. The Board agreed unanimously.

Len H stated that Don Hostetler bought the Wach building on 422 and is letting a couple live in the building he claims for security. Len called the planning commission and was told it is not allowed. A discussion was held on whether we should reinforce or add anything to Parkman zoning. 

Don G. stated we would open up a Pandora’s Box and we don’t want to do that.  Len H stated the way it stands it is not allowed; it was decided to leave it as it is (status quo). 
Tents in Parkman Township:

Len H stated the tent saga continues, the canvas is down but the steel frame is still there. Len stated the Hall of Farmers was also held at Shangri-La. Besides Rod Ziegler’s daughter’s wedding he has held other events there. So, we have to find out if it is a permanent fixture. 
The definition of a “building”- means a temporary or permanent structure, other than a mobile home, affixed to or resting on the ground and designed or intended for support, enclosure, shelter, or protection of persons, animals, chattels, or property. If it is permanent it needs to be inspected by the Fire Department and maybe a conditional use variance. 
Jerry J stated the property was part commercial, which part, does it make deference. Jerry said he didn’t think it was that part where the party tent is located. 
Len H will suggest to John S. to meet with Rod Ziegler and work something out.

Carlos said he does not see anything wrong with tents in Parkman. 

Jerry J stated there is something happening on Grove Road, he thinks it is a pallet shop. He would like John S. to take it out. 

Len H asked if there was any other business. There was not.
Len H motioned to adjourn the meeting Carlos seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
